9. Warranties and Representations

10. Indemnification

11. Limitation of Liability
Neither Party shall be liable for any indirect, incidental, consequential, special, or punitive damages arising out of or related to this Contract, even if advised of the possibility of such damages. The total liability of either Party shall not exceed the total compensation paid under this Contract.

12. Termination
12.1 Either Party may terminate this Contract upon written notice if the other Party materially breaches any provision and fails to cure within 15 days.
12.2 Upon termination, the Client shall pay the Contractor for all Services performed up to the termination date.

13. Independent Contractor
The Contractor is an independent contractor and nothing in this Contract shall be construed to create an employer-employee, partnership, joint venture, or agency relationship between the Parties.

14. Governing Law and Dispute Resolution
This Contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the United States and the State of __________________. Any dispute arising out of or relating to this Contract shall be resolved through binding arbitration in accordance with the rules of the American Arbitration Association.

15. Notices
