3. Scope of Services

10. Termination
Either party may terminate this Proposal upon thirty (30) days written notice to the other party.
In the event of breach of material terms, this Proposal may be terminated immediately upon written notice.
Upon termination, Client shall pay Contractor for all services rendered up to the termination date.

11. Force Majeure
Neither party shall be liable for failure or delay in performance due to causes beyond their reasonable control, including acts of God, war, terrorism, strikes, government orders, or natural disasters.

12. Independent Contractor
Contractor is an independent contractor and not an employee, partner, or joint venturer of Client.
Contractor shall have sole control over personnel and means of providing services.

13. Governing Law and Dispute Resolution
